One of the most talente&merican women's basketball teams in
PanAmerican Games history was denied a chance to win the gold
medal when the 1995 Péamerican Games women's basketball
competition was cancelled just weeks before its scheduled start.

The United &tes Olympic Committee and U3asketball were
notified March 3 that CORN, the oganizing committee for the Pan
Am Games, had cancelled the women's tournament because only f
teams were confirmed to playnder the regulations of the Pan
American Sports @anization, the field must include a minimum of
five teams in the Pafimerican Games.

The USOC and USBasketball were notified on February 28 thg
only four teams had entered after Puerto Rico experiendéltfiés in
formalizing its entry Several dbrts to find a fifth team to enter were
made and a plea t®ABO was made to conduct the tourney with the
four teams -- USAArgentina, Brazil and Cuba -- but both appeals w
unsuccessful.

“Obviously, USABasketball is very disappointed that, for the firs
time since 1955, no women's basketball competition will be held in
PanAmerican Games,” said/arren S. Brown, Executive Director of
USA Basketball. “Vé particularly feel badly for our athletes and
coaches, who went through trials and had trained diligently to repre
the United $tes and bring home the gold medal.

“All possible avenues to hold a women's basketball competition
were exhausted by the USOC and UBa#sketball. Both @anizations
deeply regret that there will be no women's competition at the 1995
American Games,” added Brown.

“The USOC shares the frustration of this fine team, its coaches, and
the oficials of the USABasketball, who had put together a trials, a
strong team, and a stafedicated to winning the gold medal in a tough
field,” added USOC President LeR@yalker “We had looked forward
to bringing this team into the living rooms of millionsArhericans
through our PaAm Games television package and | know our fans will
paiso be disappointed in this turn of events.”
USA Basketball conducted trials for the women's RanGames
Team at the Olympi@raining Center in Colorado Springs, Feb. 25-27.
Following trials, the 12-member US#guad trained together in
t Colorado Springs until the cancellation was announced.
“Obviously we are extremely disappointed that this happened,” said
USA head coach Paula Edne¥l think it is disappointing because the
world of women's basketball is missing something really special by
brigaving this competition cancelled. | think that it was a ,vesyy
special team.
